Idea/Sentence Fluency Activity

Book Title:  I Like Me

Author:  Nancy Carlson

Genre:  Picture Book

Summary:  This happy little book celebrates life and being just the way we are.  What a lot there is to write about from this cheery piglet.

Grade Level:  Primary

Time Required:  20 minutes 

Materials/Preparation Needed:  Book, chart paper, journal, pen/pencil.

What to do:

1. Read aloud the book.

2. On chart paper make a giant T chart.  On one side, list all the things the children remember about what this pig likes about herself.  On the other side list all the things this pig does when things don’t go perfectly.

3. Ask children to write/draw in their journals a similar book, only this time about I Like Me—meaning the student.

4. Later in the year, students can notice some sentence detail.  The exclamatory sentence complete with the exclamation mark.  The adverbial clause opening (When I fall down, …) noticing that there is always a comma at the end of the clause.  They should try to add to their writing one of each of these kinds of sentences.
