Idea/Organization Activity

Book Title:  Love You Forever

Author:  Robert Munsch

Genre:  Picture Book—Realistic Fiction

Summary:  This book tells of a young mother who takes care of her son, always singing the same song to him.  The story goes through the stages of childhood until the son becomes a man.  The theme is the enduring nature of parental love and how this love holds fast through the generations.  Children and adults will enjoy reading this book over and over again!

Grade Level:  any 

Time Required:  30 minutes

Materials/Preparation Needed:  Book, journal, pencil.

What to do:

1. Read aloud the book to the class.

2. Show children the episodes in the book—how it was organized with segments of the growing boy’s life.  Students are to write these episodes in their journals, creating a sequence chain (see attached).

3. Have students think about someone they love and how this person takes care of them.  Children can write using similar organization—two or three episodes to illustrate times/ways the adult has cared for them.

4. The end might be like the book—a way for the grown child to give back to the adult who loved and cared for them.  This last piece gets to the heart of the text—in other words, the theme.
